Sanctuary Advisory Council to Support Standardized 
Mapping of Seagrass 
 
 
Noting the high value of sea grass habitat in Tomales Bay and 
other bays statewide, as well as a potentially important role in 
mitigating ocean acidification, there is a need for improved 
mapping that can be used to track interannual and seasonal 
variability.  The Greater Farallones National Marine Sanctuary 
Advisory Council recommends that the Greater Farallones 
National Marine Sanctuary work with the State of California to 
develop and promote standardized mapping of seagrasses 
statewide, in a way that recognizes key ecological functions and 
services provided by seagrass.
